Loading Dock Parking Policy 


The Greater Fort Lauderdale Broward County Convention Center loading dock is a work area designed to facilitate loading freight and other event related materials in and out of the facility.  At no time is it a designated parking area for the personal vehicles of the Center staff, decorators, exhibitors, show managers, labor providers, or contractors.

The vehicles authorized to park in dock slips or ramps are tractor/trailers or large equipment hauling vehicles directly supporting events, equipment handling vehicles such as fork lifts, event support equipment such as scissor/boom lifts, contractor vehicles whose operators are performing service on building systems and public safety vehicles directly supporting the Center or events.

Personal vehicles among this mix present an unacceptable personal risk and insurance liability. Free parking in designated locations is provided for everyone working at the facility and for everyone involved in the production of an event.

Commercial vehicles delivering for building or event support can park in the dock area while unloading. For those events that allow exhibitors to unload personal vehicles on the dock they will be allowed to unload and take material inside. However, they will be expected to immediately (not to exceed the posted 15 minute limit) return and move the vehicle to the appropriate parking area.

On those rare occasions when a personal vehicle is allowed to park in the loading dock area it will be authorized by an event manager or Director and the owner will be issued a distinctive parking pass. If a vehicle is parked without an authorized parking pass, Central Security and/or AES will make a limited attempt to contact the driver to move the vehicle. If it is not moved it will be towed.
